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Mathematical modeling of confidence in decision making in sensory tasks
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A mathematical model of decision making in sensory judgments accompanied by feeling of confidence in its correctness is developed. Confidence serves as an internal control of decisions made. The control is based on instructions, payoffs and a subject’s experience of previous decisions which define a referent level of confidence.
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
