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Transference of verbalized operational meanings from one situation to another has been studied. 
Their peculiarities in the process of the best move selection in tied and untied positions in 44 chess players aged 16-80 with qualification from second-class to grand master have been revealed. The subjects were divided into four equal in age and qualification groups. Method of aloud reasoning during 5-minuts selection of the best move in chess position was used, graphs of solution were drawn. It has been revealed that transference of verbalized operational meanings – is a complex phenomenon, depending on position, age and subjects’ qualification. 
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
