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The results of empiric study of emerging personality value orientations performed in 1996 - 2007 by cross-sectional analysis are presented and compared with the ones obtained by another author in 1983. A number of regularities in the character and trends of general and partial dynamics of values are determined. Complexes of value orientations corresponding to different historical conditions of Russian society development as well as combination of the most significant “universal” values are revealed. Positive dynamic of culture values is shown to be socio-psychological criteria of influence of macro social changes on value consciousness of intensively emerging personality. 
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
