Stages of individual morality and acceptance of ambiguity in regulation of personal choices
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The results of study of moral choices’ personal regulation in verbal situations of ambiguity and interpersonal interaction on student sample (n=235) are presented. Scales of moral development (according to L. Kohlberg–K. Gilligan model), tolerance–intolerance to ambiguity, interpersonal intolerance to ambiguity, risk seeking and rationality as well as intuitive style scales were used. Predictors of choice preferences were defined and models of ordered influence of latent variables as integrative dynamic systems of regulation of choices in moral dilemmas were constructed by means of methods of logistic regression and structure modeling.
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
